Slip-Sliding Away

As winter and spring arrive we have an opportunity to have duicles
slip and slide. What causes our tires to slide?? The first causa,isvhéch is
caused by hydroplaning. You may ask, what is hydroplaning?? Hydroplaning
is the loss of traction or control of inputs such as steering, braking, or
acceleration. If it occurs to all wheels simultaneously, the vehicle be comes, in
effect, an ncontrolled sled. Rain water becomes a cushion under the tires and
theylosefriction and start to slip.

Grooves in the tires are designed to disperse water from beneath the tire.

o Hydroplaning occurs when a tire encounters more water than it can dissipate.
ol # ..M The risk of hydroplaning increases with the depth of standing and the
sensitivity of the vehicle.

Motorcycles benefit from narrow tires with round cone shaped contact patches. The rounded tires
easily push water aside. While the slide of a founeeled ghicle may be corrected, the same slide on a
motorcycle will generally cause a fall. Motorcycles must be more cautious because overall traction is
reduced on wet roadways.
